Revenge or Blessing? 
      A story is told of a soldier over in Iraq who received 
a letter from his girlfriend that said she was breaking 
up with him. She asked him to return the picture of 
herself that she had given him, because she needed it 
for her bridal announcement.  The soldier was heart-
broken and told his friends about the breakup and her 
request. 
   Someone came up with an idea. The whole platoon 
gave him pictures of all their girlfriends and told him 
to send them to his ex-girlfriend with this note— “For 
the life of me I can’t remember which picture is yours, 
so please remove your picture from all of these pictures 
I’m sending and return the rest of them to me.” 
   When we read this story, our natural reaction is to  
smile and say, “good for him.” When someone wrongs 
us our typical human response is to retaliate or get 
even; to take revenge.  Some people hold to the phi-
losophy, “I don’t get mad, I get even.” I once had some-
one tell me, “Do to others before they can do to you.” 
As a Christian, is it ok for us to retaliate and take re-
venge on those who wrong us? Scripture gives us the 
answer.  
   In first Peter 2:20 it says, “To this you were called, 
because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an exam-
ple, that you should follow in His steps.” What are 
those steps in which we should follow? “When they 
hurled their insults at him, he did not retaliate; when 
he suffered, he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted 
himself to him who judges justly” (1 Peter 2:23-24).  
   Often times we want to take matters into our own 
hands, but as Christians we are told to follow in His 
footsteps, which means we “do not take revenge, but 
leave room for God’s wrath” (Rom. 12:19). So, as Chris-
tians, how do we respond to those who wrong us? 
    In 1 Peter 3:8 it says, “Live in harmony with one an-
other; be sympathetic, love as brothers, be compas-
sionate and humble. Do not repay evil with evil or 
insult with insult but with blessing, because to 
this you were called.” When someone wrongs us we are 
to return a blessing instead of taking revenge. Peter 
shows us through his letter and Jesus shows us 
through his life that the people of God do not retaliate.  
   The next time you have a situation where someone 
wrongs you remember to follow in His steps.  Think of 
ways you can return a blessing instead of an insult, and  
when you do this you will truly be walking in His steps.
