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What is God’s Purpose for You?  

    The other day I was reading Jeremiah 1 and in 
verse 5 God says to Jeremiah, “Before I formed you 
in the womb I knew you, before you were born I set 
you apart; I appointed you as a prophet to the na-
tions.” I think it is so amazing that God knows us be-
fore he forms us in our mother’s womb; we are not an 
accident.     
    A couple of months ago I was talking with an archi-
tect and I asked him what he liked most about his job. 
He told me that he loved to get a design in his mind 
and then watch it go from his mind to the paper and 
then eventually to construction. He designs jails and 
he designs them with a purpose in mind.  This re-
minds me of the way God is. God never designs and 
creates anyone without having a purpose in mind. 
    God’s purpose for Jeremiah was for him to be a 
“prophet to the nations.” God designed him for a rea-
son and it was no accident. If you read Jeremiah it is 
very clear that Jeremiah lived out his purpose for 
God. When God called him and told him he was set 
apart to be a prophet Jeremiah made excuses at first, 
but God continued to pursue him and assure him that 
he would not be alone. 
    Many of us feel that we do not have a purpose, or 
that God forgot about us, but that’s not true. God calls 
us to follow him, to love him and to serve him and to 
reach out and tell others about him, but we often re-
spond like Jeremiah or Moses. Jeremiah felt inade-
quate and said, “I do not know how to speak; I am 
only a child.” Moses basically told God that he wasn’t 
good enough to do what God wanted him to do. 
    God has a purpose for every single one of us, but 
we often have excuses, or we do not feel adequate or 
equipped to do what he calls us to do. Jeremiah felt 
inadequate or unprepared because of his age but 
God told him “Do not be afraid of them, for I am with 
you… Get yourself ready! Stand up and say to them 
whatever I command you. Do not be terrified… They 
will fight against you but will not overcome you, for I 
am with you and will rescue you, declares the Lord.”  
    God designed you with a purpose in mind; to be 
used to further his kingdom. God is near, and he will 
be with you. Are you allowing him to use you? Are 
you making excuses? Are you living out God’s pur-
pose for your life? I challenge you to say to God, 
Here I am Lord, use me, and watch what He does.
