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Where is our Focus 
    In Acts 6 when the number of disciples was increas-
ing the Grecian Jews were complaining. The Grecian 
Jews complained because their widows were being 
overlooked in the daily distribution of food. The disci-
ples knew they couldn't overlook this problem but they 
also knew that it wouldn’t be right to neglect the minis-
try of the word of God in order to wait on tables.  
    I often think about in my own ministry and in the min-
istry of the church how often we are neglecting the min-
istry of the word to wait on tables. I’m not saying we 
should neglect those who have needs, but too often we 
get caught up in the trivial matters of the church and 
the complaints and we find ourselves waiting tables 
when we should be out doing the ministry of the word 
of God. We must ask ourselves, especially leaders in 
the church, are we neglecting the ministry of the word 
to wait on tables or are we doing all we can to further 
God’s kingdom? 
    I stumbled across an article the other day by Steve 
Kinney from Russellville, KY. and thought I needed to 
share it with those who may be having the same 
thoughts. He writes: There is no other success for 
Christians than to become more Christ-like. Even to 
think of "success" is to open ourselves to idolatry and 
ego. We think of building bigger churches, having lar-
ger assemblies, distributing larger contributions.  
    Especially Americans who think "more bigger" is 
"more better" when in fact we might serve in a  season 
of pruning. Focusing on things like attendance and 
contribution means we lose our Lord's ability to insist 
on eating his flesh and drinking his blood, even when it 
makes the masses leave.  
    As anyone in the church can testify, for many lead-
ers, the highest good is to not rock the boat, to make 
sure that nothing is said or done in a way that offends 
anyone. But this view of success makes us timid wait-
ers at a table peopled by finicky customers. We fetch 
clean forks, raise or lower the thermostat, change the 
music, and return perfectly good plates of food, all be-
cause we are terrified they might choose another res-
taurant next time.  
    If we are to truly be successful, we must embrace 
the cross. We must realize that our success may look 
to all the world like failure. If we can do that, then per-
haps an atmosphere can be fostered that encourages 
Christ-like growth.
